Would we know what to do? Worship!!

What is Worship?

The concept of worship dominates the Bible. In Genesis, we discover that the Fall
came when man failed to worship God. In Revelation we learn that all of history cul-
minates in an eternal worshipping community in the presence of a loving God. From
the beginning in Genesis all the way through to the consummation in Revelation, the
doctrine of worship is woven throughout the biblical text. Jesus quoted Deuteronomy
6:4-5 and called it the greatest commandment: *“Hear O Israell The Lord our God is
one Lord: and you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your
soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength.” This is a call for worship,
and it affirms worship as the universal priority.

When we talk about worship, we are talking about something we give to God. Mod-
ern Christianity seems committed instead to the idea that God should be giving to us.
God does give to us abundantly, but we need to understand the balance of that truth—
we are to render honor and adoration to God. The consuming, selfless desire to give
to God is the essence and the heart of worship. It begins with the giving first of our-
selves, (Romans 12:1) and then of our attitudes, and then of our possessions—until
worship is a way of life.

Many times we come to church with our hands held out, looking for God to give us
something, when we should be coming with our hands held high giving God praise for
who He is and for what He has already done for us through Jesus Christ. Amen!

Project Success

Building on the future — our youth!

Second Missionary Services, Inc. (SMS) is a 501c3 tax exempt organization established out of Second Missionary
Baptist Church in 1999. It was initially formed to provide services as a community law clinic. In 2006, its focus be-
came youth issues in the community thereby creating a program called Project Success.

Project Success is a week-long series of activities conducted for middle and high school youth from the
church and around the city during the spring, summer and fall school breaks. It engages in topics dealing with absti-
nence; drug and gang prevention; community involvement; secondary school and scholarship opportunities; finan-
cial literacy; relationship building techniques; cultural identity; business and entrepreneurial development; and team
building activities. The focus is on potentials, not limitations. Each session ends with a college tour trip. During
this past spring session, April 5-9, participants visited Stillman College and the Murphy African American Museum
in Tuscaloosa, AL.

SMS understands that youth leadership and development is the heart and soul of a community's growth
and survival. Recognizing that education is the key to unlocking the door to knowledge and opportunity, a great
deal of emphasis and time is placed on the educational and motivational needs of the youth served by the program.
The principle philosophy of Project Success is based upon the old adage: “If you give a man a fish, you will feed
him for a day; teach him how to fish, and he will feed himself for a lifetime.”

The board of SMS researched youth issues and concluded that too many children have too few positive
alternatives to the streets and/or positive role models after school and in summers when parents are at work.
Within this East Chattanooga area where Second Missionary Baptist Church is located, drug dealers and gangs are
available and busy 7 days a week, 24 hours a day. Families and community institutions are left to compete with
them. This area also has one of the highest HIV rates for Hamilton County. And according to HCDE report of
TCAP scores, this area is low in reading, math and language arts. As the board continued to review and reassess
their motives to create a program with impact, they came upon a February report from Child’s Trends Research-to-
Results stating “that the more exposure that adolescents have to positive resources and experiences, the more
likely it is that they will develop positively. These resources provide adolescents with routines and structure...”
Since October 2006, youth have visited the Civil Rights Museum in Memphis; Tuskegee, Stillman, Alabama A & M,
and Alabama State Universities in Alabama; Fisk and Tennessee State Universities and Meharry Medical College in
Nashville; East Tennessee State University in Johnson City; Spelman and Morehouse Colleges, Clark Atlanta Uni-
versity and the America | Am exhibit in Atlanta; and the University of Tennessee in Chattanooga.

To provide the program for free, SMS is committed to sustaining itself through fundraising activities, such
as their annual Chattanooga Classic Invitational AAU Basketball tournament usually held in March, community re-
guests and other activities. Funds are used to supply meals, transportation, t-shirts, lodging (when needed), meet-
ing expenses, leisure activities and materials. SMS has plans for the balance of this year to engage in meetings for
mentoring and training youth in preparation for organizing a 2011youth conference.

SMS gives a special thank you to Lamar Partridge, Yusuf Hakeem, Namon Derring, Ronald Harris, Darrell
Freeman, Ms. Louellen Remsom, Community Impact and the garage sale contributors for financial support. To our
presenters on financial management and entrepreneurship, SMS thanks Dr. Paul Payne, Rebecca Cowan, Alton
Chapman Jr., Will Hunt, and Travis Lytle.

The summer session of Project Success will be in June. The focus continues to be on financial literacy.
Middle and high school youth are invited to participate. Applications will be available in the church office later. This
summer session will be packed with outdoor activities and more fieldtrips. It is for this reason that we need and ask
you to invest in Project Success. SMS is currently accepting donations to defray program costs. No donation is too
small; whether you give $5.00 or $500, we will be able to use it. Make all checks payable to Second Missionary
Services, Inc. As a tax deductible organization, when you give money or any donations to the SMS you can get a
receipt for next year’s tax filing.
