My message for this edition of
the Church’s Newsletter is a
condensed copy of the mes-
sage shared in each of our
Visioning and Planning meet-
ings. Around seventy-five of
our members have heard this
message. However, 1 would
like to make the statement
available to as many of our
members as would desire to
read it. Our challenge for this
eargise “To Move Forward”.
The scriptural reference is
from Exodus 14:15- “And the
Lord said unto Moses, Where-
fore criest thou unto me?
iSpeak rugto the children of
Israel, that they go forward”.
(KJV) Our Theme Hymn is
“Higher Ground”. The first
stanza of that hymn says: “I’'m
pressing on the upward way,
New heights I’'m gaining eve-
ryday; still praying as I on-
ward bound, Lord plant my
feet my feet on Higher
Ground”.  This vision was
given to me as [ reflected
upon a review of the financial
condition of the church near
the end of 2009 and as wee
shared the financial proposal
Jot 20Y0. I know that no
group cannot maintain or sur-
vive if its income does not
equal or exceed its outgo.
Yet, when I listened to some
of the proposal for dealing
with this issue, there was the
feeling that something was
missing. There was some-
thing that kept nagging me.
Though the church faces simi-
lar problems as other busi-
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nesses and groups in these chal-
lenging economic times, I felt
there ought to be a difference
between the way the church
deals with issues and the way
secular and social groups do.
That’s when I began to prayer-
fully seek anew what ought to
be our approach (as the people
of Christ) to these challenges.
When the answer came, the
word was to “Move Forward”.
The command was to “Do it
Christ’s Way”.  So after much
prayer, planning, and sharing
thoughts and ideas, the vision
came. I now share it with you
with hopes that we may join
forces and move forward. The
first thought that came forth
was that we needed to review
our Mission and Ministry plan
as the Body of Christ. The ini-
tial call was for self-inventory.
We need to look at ourselves
collectively as the church and
individually as followers of
Christ. We must ask ourselves,
how effectively are we carrying
out our mission as the people of
God? We must also ask our-
selves if we are developing the
membership in accordance to
God’s commission. He has
called us to be sharers of the
Gospel, the Good news of what
God has done for us through his
Son, Jesus Christ. Our priority
ought to be that of a more spiri-
tually mature and committed
fellowship of believers. That is
why I feel deeply that we have
been given a wake up call and it
is time for us to take a compre-
hensive look at our ministry and

commitment. We may find that
we are not who we think we are
and that we are not doing what
we think we are doing. Listen to
the words of the parable Jesus
tells of the “Dishonest Steward”.
The last verse of that parable
says, “What is this I’'m hearing
about you? Give in account of
thy stewardship; for thou mayest
be no longer steward”. Luke
16:2.  So we begin looking at
ourselves, knowing that one day
each one of us must give an ac-
count of our stewardship, and of
what we have done with that
which was entrusted to us.
Therefore, we come to review, re
-assess, and re-examine our min-
istry. If need be, we ought to
revise and refine our “Ministry
Plan” and refocus and reenergize
ourselves in carrying out the
Lord’s commission. As we seek
to check our alignment with the
will and way of the Master, let
our goal be to move onward in
more effectively doing the work
of Christ. One writer speaks of
this re-examination process in
three dimensions, 1) The Head;
2) The Heart; and 3) The Hand.

1). The head is the brain center of
our thought process. Therefore,
when we think about the head we
focus on the teaching ministry of
the church. The question is,
“How well are we doing this
job?” Is our Church School up to
par in meeting the challenges of
this age, I this time? Do we need
more teaching and Bible Study
opportunities? Or do we need to
take greater advantage of the
study and spiritual growth
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opportunities that we currently have.
Are we effectively developing our
understanding of the Word of God?
Maybe we need to look for more crea-
tive forms of teaching. (2) The second
area of development is that of the
heart. The heart is the central organ of
the body. The same is true for the
Christian Church as well as the Chris-
tian believers. The heart is a muscle
that must be kept healthy and sound,
clean and pure. Jesus said, “out of the
heart proceeds evil thoughts...”. Mat-
thew 15:19. The condition of the heart
of the church will reflect itself in all
areas of the worship life and the fel-
lowship of the church body. The
heart’s condition will be reflected in all
of our relationships; our relations with
Christ; our relations with each other;
and our relations with non-members,
non-believers. Therefore, there is a
need for a continuing deepening of the
“Love concept” in the body of believ-
ers. Remember, we are called to let
our light shine before others that they
may see our good works, and glorify
our Father with is in heaven. (3) The
hand of the body represents its active
part. The question for us is, how are
we extending our hands in showing
Christian concerns for our brothers and
sisters? Charity should begin at home
and then move out. Also, let us re-
member the words of James: “Be ye
doers of the Word and not hearers
only”, James 1:22. James also declares
that faith without works is dead. (a) Let
us evaluate how meaningful and help-
ful we are in relating to our commu-

nity. (b) We may need to extend our
outreach to other churches and
groups in the community. We must
certainly examine our outreach min-
istry, and create new forms and
approaches, if need by, to be effec-
tive in carrying out our mission.
The proposed ministry plan calls for
the creation of monthly themes for
each month of the year. As you
may know, this part of the plan is
already in operation. This idea is to
emphasize a particular theme relat-
ing to our ministry each month.
However, any theme may show up
in any month as a reflection of its
interests and concern. No theme
group will have an exclusive run on
any one month. There certainly will
be some overlapping theme interests
between the months. In keeping
with this plan, cell groups are being
created to carry out the emphasis of
each monthly theme. A cell group
is a small group of member (3-10)
that is bound together for a particu-
lar task and function. Each group is
charged with the responsibility of
exploring the given theme’s impact
upon the church and developing
new and/or refresh ideas and ways
of doing more effective ministry.
These groups are not empowered of
themselves to create changes but are
to make suggestions to, along proper
channels. Each ministry leader and
group ministry is encouraged to
focus upon these monthly themes:
January-Prayer and Fasting; Febru-
ary-Love and Fellowship; March-
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Faith; April-Evangelism, Disciple-
ship, and Witnessing; May-
Missions and Ministries; June-
Home and Family Life; July-The
Worship Life of the Church; August
-Health, Recreation, and Fellow-
ship; Sept.-Christian Service and
Outreach; Oct.-Stewardship and
Christian Nurturing; Nov.-
Thanksgiving; Dec.-Celebration
and Sharing. While each theme
month is given suggested areas of
concern, the concern of each cell
group should be that Christ would
be glorified and His people edified.
This is just a glimpse of the Vision.
I hope you can share in it to the
glory of God. You may not see the
vision in its completeness but I
hope you can see or feel enough of
it to inspire you to become a part of
the movement. Remember we must
dare to do mighty things for God.
My dad used to say, “attempt great
things for God, and expect great
things from God”. I also remember
that Dr. Benjamin Mays of More-
house would often say that the trag-
edy of life is not that one does not
reach his/her goal or fulfill his/her
vision, but rather that a person has
no goal to reach or no vision to be
fulfilled. Let our major objective /
mission be to honor Christ and to
please and glorify the Father. Let
us move forward prayerfully and
assuredly to meet the challenges as
we go forth in the Master’s name.
The blessings of the Lord be upon
us all. Pastor McDaniel

On February 1, 1980, I was selected to
be a Chattanooga Police Officer, I was
28 yrs old. In November 1980, I was
Baptized by Pastor William Ryan of
Union Hill Baptist Church, at the age
of 28. I retired from the Chattanooga
Police Dept. on February 1, 2008 after
serving 28 years. On Sept. 8, 2008, I
enrolled in the Evangelism School at
SMBC. After 5 weeks of Evangelism
Training, I found out that I was really
an Evangelist and not a police Officer.
As a police officer, I answered a vari-
ety of calls such as assault, disorder,
shooting, stabbing, traffic accident,
death notification, rape, domestic vio-

lence, armed robbery and many others.
I served as a Narcotic Detective for 10
yrs, Patrol Supervisor for 18 yrs , and a
member of the SWAT team for 18 yrs.
For 28 yrs, I was in training for Jesus
Christ and did not know it. For 28 yrs
no one was ever mistreated in my pres-
ence and everyone was treated fairly.
After all the questionings of each vic-
tim and some suspects, I would ask
what Church do you and your husband
or boyfriend attend, how often do you
all go to church, are you and your hus-
band or boyfriend saved. They would
ask, “what do you mean are we
saved”? 1 would say, have you and
your husband or friend taken Jesus
Christ to be your savior, have you re-

pented of your sins, and asked God
for forgiveness? Because if you
have not and you died right now,
your are going to Hell. There have
been several victims and suspects
that have seen me on the street and
said, “thank you for what you did
and said”. Since dealing with so
many people daily, I would ask
them to remind me of when we met
and under what circumstances. [
would tell them, don’t thank me,
thank Jesus Christ, for what He has
done for the world. He gave His life
to rescue the world from sin and
death. I was just doing my job,
planting the seed, and God did the
rest. On May 14, 2009, I pulled
onto the parking lot at Wilcox and
Dodson to purchase several pair of
white tube socks. There I met Mr.
Rickey Dave. He said, “Stewart
since you have retired, what are you
doing?” 1 told him that I was work-
ing with Eastside Weed and Seed as
a Youth Director, helping kids stay
in school, sign up for a GED, and
stay off drugs. Mr. Dave asked me
if I wanted him to come and talk to
the kids about his experience in
prison for selling drugs and how
God has saved his life and made
him a better person. I asked David
what would we do if Jesus Christ

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never died for us to rescue the
world from sin and death. By then,
Dave started to cry and said God is
a good God. This day, I found a
new brother in Christ. Working
with Eastside Weed and Seed, I
witness to believers and non-
believers everyday. I tell them
about the Evangelism School at
SMBC and how it has helped me in
my walk as a Disciple for Jesus
Christ. It has taught me the mean-
ing of Evangelism and how to
spread the Gospel, the Good News
that Christ, DIED for our sins,
BURIED is proof of His death,
RISEN and SEEN is proof of His
RESURRECTION.

Pastor’s Appreciation Month
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Black History Month:

Looking Forward from Whence We came

With the entrance of 2010, two of the most anticipated occasions are the observances of the Martin Luther
King holiday and Black History Month in February. As I pondered on these two celebrations, I began
wondering how many of us (young and young at heart) really know anything of the origin of Black His-
tory Month. Even more importantly, it would be interesting to know how we are impacted by these ob-
servances in the 21% century. Some of you may have wondered, too. Although Blacks have been

in America at least as far back as colonial times, it was not until the 20th century that they gained a re-
spectable presence in the history books.

We owe the celebration of Black History Month, and more importantly, the study of Black history, to Dr.
Carter G. Woodson. Born to parents who were former slaves, he enrolled in high school at age 20, gradu-
ated within two years and later went on to earn a Ph.D. from Harvard. The scholar was disturbed to find in
his studies that history books largely ignored the Black American population-and when Blacks did figure
into the picture, it was generally in ways that reflected the inferior social position they were assigned at
the time. Negro History Week was launched as an initiative to bring national attention to the contribu-
tions of Black people throughout American history. Americans have recognized Black history annually
since 1926, first as "Negro History Week" and later as “Black History Month.”

Woodson chose the second week of February for Negro History Week because it marks the birthdays of
two men who greatly influenced the Black American population, Frederick Douglass and Abraham Lin-
coln. However, there are many significant events that have occurred in February, including:

February 23, 1868:

W. E. B. DuBois, important civil rights leader and co-founder of the NAACP, was born.
February 3, 1870:

The 15th Amendment was passed, granting blacks the right to vote.

February 12, 1909:

The National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) was founded by a
group of concerned black and white citizens in New York City.

February 1, 1960:

In what would become a civil-rights movement milestone, a group of black Greensboro, N.C., col-
lege students began a sit-in at a segregated Woolworth's lunch counter.

Perhaps we, Black Americans, may not be recognized in all the ways that we should for the successes,
contributions and things we have accomplished. Looking forward in 2010 and beyond, we must how-
ever, continue to learn, grow and build upon the milestones of the past.
